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It 1s always my desire to maintain a continuous contact with the mother
land, Kagawa, Japan. Many Nikkei and I who were born in this new and
developing, South American continent and we are trying to keep the Japanese
way of living, especially in the discipline and responsibility in a hybrid
combination with the open characteristic of these people.

It is my hope to keep a friendly relation among all the Ambassadors of
Kagawa and together to contribute to promote the Government and the

people of Kagawa for their happiness, prosperity, historical treasures and the

natural beauty of its land.
